summary

This system has evolved from the original implementation which
focused on the car park management for Stockport Metropolitan
Borough Council into an urban traffic management system which
will support the ten District Councils which make up the County of
Greater Manchester (AGMA districts).

The system now receives roadworks data from 6 of the 10 AGMA
districts as well as feeds from NTCC, UTC, RMS and Siespace.

The UTMC car park monitor devices and car park guidance VMS
are connected over a GPRS network to the central CDMF system
in the centre of Manchester using UTMC compliant MIBs and
SNMP protocols. This has delivered full a end-to-end UTMC
system with support for legacy systems.

The system models the Greater Manchester “Strategic Core Road
Network” and uses this to ensure that events on this network are
given high visibility.
